· You will receive 80% of the project mark for this effort. To obtain an extra 20%, develop a Java program to connect to your database, execute a query, and display the results on-screen. This query should be hard-coded into your program.

· The .sql file should contain the (Oracle) code for setting up your schema and executing your sample queries. Feel free to use as many features as you want but be sure to adequately document what it is you are doing. MAKE SURE YOU KEEP A BACKUP OF YOUR WORK.

· The .java file (optional, see above) should the Java code to connect to your database as described above. JDBC information should be included in a comment section at the beginning of the file.
