THIS IS THE IMPLEMENTATION PROJECT FOR   G D F (Day)   STUDENTS !!!

An e-Commerce application shall be developed. 

INTERFACE: 

· Products shall be offered using a Web site as the interface to potential customers. There should be a start page that gives an overview of the products offered (at least 5). There should be the possibility to request details for a particular product. 

· A shopping basket shall be implemented that allows user to add a number of products and change quantities.

· The number of products on stock shall be displayed. The user shall be warned if order quantities exceed the number of products on stock.

· An online ordering service shall be provided. The order page should allow the customer to enter name, address, credit card number, the product(s) ordered, method of delivery, ... . Inputs have to be checked for consistency. 

Product page and order page can be on two different HTML pages. 

SERVER: 

· receives messages from the customer and processes them. The server has to establish connections to the database. 

DATABASE: 

· contains the tables for products and orders 

IMPLEMENTATION PLATFORM: Java and MS SQL-Server 

GROUPS: 

· the project shall be implemented by groups of four. Send me an email with the group members until 20 March 2008. The list of groups will be online. 

REQUIREMENTS: 

· nice interface layout 

· input data is checked 

· since the sample database used for the Database course contains a book example, the project must not implement an online bookshop. 

DELIVERABLES: 

· the program(s) (.java and .class) and HTML-files on disk (70% of total marks)

· documentation (around 10-12 pages) consisting of 

· functional specification / program design (10%)

· a discussion how the eCommerce value chain is realised in the program (10%)

· a security analysis discussing which measures would have to be taken in order to make the application secure (10%)

· Presentations will take place in the last week of the semester.
