1.1    A minor problem (probably not the only one)

As you will see, the custom of not indenting the first paragraph of a section is taken care of by the use of the style “Body text no indent”, which should appl;y automatically after any of the heading styles.

This paragraph is an example of an indented paragraph. Use “Body text” as the style for paragraphs.

2    Typesetting information

Do not alter these – papers deviating from the formatting standards will be automatically rejected.

1.
The default paper size is A4. The print area is 16cm  9in and should not be altered.

2.
The base font is Times New Roman, and the sans-serif font is Helvetica or similar. The base font size is 11pt.

3.
The references list is condensed, in 10pt Times New Roman. References should be formatted using the “Reference” style, which will automatically number the references.
2.1    Section Headings

The styles used for section headings are “heading 2” for the first level, “heading3” for the second level, and “heading 4” for the third level. Fonts and sizes are selected automatically if you select these styles. Automatic numbering should also nicely be taken care of.

Generally, every non-trivial word in section headings must be capitalized according to general capitalization guidelines. 

2.1.1    Subsubsection Header

Paragraph Header.
This is a paragraph (paragraph header style “heading 5”). One way of saving space when cross-references are not essential is to use paragraphs instead of subsubsections. Paragraph headings (but not other section headings) must have a trailing period.
2.2    Page Numbering

When the proceedings are prepared, the volume editors will insert the page numbers. Authors must therefore leave the page numbers area blank, as in this template.
